
MINUTES OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL PUBLIC HEARING OF DAHEJ
PETROCHEMICAL COMPLEX PROPOSED BY ONGC TO BE SET UP AT VILLAGE
AMBHETA, TA. VAGRA, DIST. : BHARUCH WITHIN THE DAHEJ SPECIAL ECONOMIC
ZONE HELD ON 21-07-07 AT 15.00 HRS. AT THE COMMUNITY HALL, AMBHETA. TA.
VAGRA, DIST. BHARUCH, GUJARAT STATE.

The Environmental Public Hearing of Dahej Petrochemical Complex Proposed
by ONGC to be set up at village Ambheta, Ta. Vagra, Dist.: Bharuch within the
Dahej Special Economic Zone was held on 21-07-07 at 15.00 hr. at the
Community Hall Ambheta, Ta-Vagara, Dist.:Bharuch. The Public Notice
regarding the environmental public hearing was published in Gujarati in daily
“Divya Bhaskar” dated 17-06-07 and in English in daily “Indian Express”
dated 17-06-07.

The entire public hearing proceeding was presided over by the Additional
District Magistrate Shri N. V. Upadhyay assisted by GPCB officials  Shri J.R.
Mehta, E.E. from Head Office, Gandhinagar as representative of Member
Secretary and Shri V. R. Ghadge, Regional Officer, GPCB Regional Office,
Bharuch. Shri J.R.Mehta in his welcome address gave the introduction to all
the participants present during the public hearing. Additional District
Magistrate Shri N. V. Upadhyay explained the purpose and process of
Environmental Public Hearing and declared the Public Hearing open. Shri V.
R. Ghadge informed the representatives of the company to make the
presentation about the project.

The list of participants present during the said public hearing is attached
herewith in original as Annexure-A.

Presentation from the company:
The General Manager (Projects) of the company Shri A. K. Chattopadhyay
explained the policy and profile of the company saying that the company is
committed for the protection of the environment and social welfare of the
people residing in the surrounding villages.

Thereafter, Shri Mehul Dekate from Aqua-Air Monitoring & Laboratory, Surat
the consultant of the company gave a power point presentation of the
Environment related aspects of the project including salient features of EIA
report. Following is the gist of his presentation

- Base line data with respect to Water Environment, Air Environment,
Land Environment, Socio-Economic Environment.

- Impact likely to occur due to the project on air, water and land.
- Mitigation measures and Environment Management Plan for the

project.
- Other details as outlined in the EIA report.

After the presentation Additional District Magistrate, Bharuch declared the
forum open to the comments/questions and answer session.

A.D.M. suggested to nominate an authorized representative of the company for
monitoring and implementation of the suggestions discussed in this Public Hearing
Meeting to avoid misunderstanding and to maintain cordial relation amongst company
and nearby villages. He also suggested to intimate the name of such person to the
office the district collector, nearby Grampanchayats and GPCB. He also suggested to
adopt the system of ONGC, Ankleshwar of providing 1/3rd  transportation contracts to
land loosers.

At the end of the Public Hearing, Shri V. R. Ghadge, RO, GPCB, Bharuch read the
summary of the public hearing proceeding / summarized minutes to the audience in
local language – Gujarati.

Annexure-D1
The statement of the issues raised and discussed during
the Public Hearing and the comments of the project
proponent in English.
(1) Shri Madhavsinh Solanki, Village Ambhaeta, Ta-
Vagra, Dist-Bharuch
He raised the following issues:-

(A) The details of the villages and Survey numbers of the
land on which project is to be located.

(B) He suggested to have proper Storm Water Drainage
System for the proper disposal of rain water.

(C) He suggested ONGC should take responsibility for
providing grazing land, fodder, recreation center for the
children and local people should be given priority
according to their qualification.

(D) ONGC should take responsibility for providing
education and drinking water to nearby villages.

(E) ONGC should lay path for pilgrims/devotees of
Narmada going for parikrama as well as for people
residing on the bank of river.

(F) In case of any fault or accident, the company should
warn the nearby village sounding siren as GACL does it.

(G) Shri Parsi Bava has shown his willingness to donate land
for construction of hospital near village Rahiyad.
Considering this and considering the health, the
company should participate for the construction of the
well equipped hospital.

In reply to the above the representative of the company
inform that land for this project has been given by
GIDC/Dahej SEZ Ltd, wherein only plot nos. 18, 26, 33,
34 are mentioned hence the details of the survey nos. of
the land are not available. The same will be obtained
from GIDC and inform the Ambheta Gram Panchyat in
writing. A proper storm water drainage system of
adequate capacity shall be provided. Fodder for the
cattle, recreation center for the children, priority in
employment for the people of near by villages according
to their qualification, facility for education and drinking
water and a road outside the boundary wall shall be
provided by the company for the people going for
parikrama of Narmada. In case of any fault or accident,



the company shall ware the nearby villages by sounding
siren. It is desirable to have social welfare trust in this
area for construction of the hospital, ONGC along with
other industries will be happy to contribute its part.

(2) Ahir Jaintibhai Manabhai, Dy Sarpanch, village
luvana, Ta- Vagra.

He informed that due to incomplete  construction of
C2-C3 project of ONGC, flooding in the village is
created because of the earthen bund.

The company representative informed that the C2-C3
project is a different project of ONGC, however the
drainage work shall be completed as early as possible to
avoid flooding.

(3) Shiri Dabhai Dhanabhai Patel, Ex Sarpanch, Ex
Talati village Jageshawar, Ta-Vagra, Dist-Bharuch.

He requested to give the copy of this Environmental
Public Hearing to Jageshewar Gampanchayat.
A.D.M. accepted his request.

(4) Pradip Thakar, Manav Kaliyan, Paryavaran and
suraxa Mandal, Ankleshwar Dist-BHaruch.

He suggested to have proper drinking water facilities for
the nearby villages and facilities for the bus stands.

Company representative agreed to provide proper
drinking water facilities Bus Stands.

(5) Yogesh Pandiya, Managing Trustee Safety Health
& Environment Association, Bharuch.
He suggested as under.

(a) He inform that ONGC has invested about Rs15,400
crores in the state of Gujarat and most of the investment
is in Bharuch District. He therefore desired to know the
percentage of the investment to be budgeted for social
development.



(b) He suggested that ONGC should participate in the
activities related to education, PHC, cattle and drinking
water facilities for the near by villages.

(c) Details of the name of the plants to be planted for the
greenbelt in the 53 ha of land.

(d) He suggested ONGC should take adequate steps for
training and for Disaster management as the project
itself is going to manufacture inflammable chemicals so
that nearby villages are not affected.

(e) He suggested that ONGC should go for rain Water
Harvesting and should also adopt equipments having
least noise pollution potential. He also wanted to know
whether the factory act is applicable to the company. He
also expressed his views that  ONGC should contribute
for burns ward for treatment of accidental burn.

(f) He expressed his views that ONGC may award
scholarship to the students of nearby villages for better
education and ONGC should take lead role in
establishing an I.T.I. in this area.

The representative of the company replied that the cases
of social development through education, Health care,
cattle care, drinking water, road, and rain water
harvesting will be taken up for implementation on their
merits as and when they come across ONGC. Regarding
safety design, the consultant from U.K. has already been
engaged for getting design of International level which
may improve disaster management quality. ONGC will
take adequate steps to curb noise pollution. Factory Act
is applicable to this project. ONGC will award
scholarship to the students in nearby villages for better
education. And ONGC shall take lead role in
establishing an I.T.I. in this area.

(6) Shri Pravinbhai Sheth, Ankleshwar, Dist-
Bharuch

(a)He informed that he has got reply of his letters.
Subsequently he suggested to have some budget for
handicapped and widows.



 (b) He suggested to have RO plant for drinking water to
the nearby villages.
 (c) He suggested to make efforts for reduction of global
warming and reduce gases to earn carbon credits.

The representative of company reply that ONGC will
consider budget for social development work related to
handicap and widows and also will arrange for drinking
water in nearby villages and will try to earn carbon
credits with a view to reduce global warming.

(7) Shri Ishwarbhai Melabhai Gohil, Village-
Lakhigam, Ta-Vagra, Dist-Bharuch.

He informed that Petronet LNG Ltd, wherein ONGC is
also one of the partner, there are 18 land-loosers who
should be employed in Petronet LNG Ltd.

Company representative replied that Petronet LNG Ltd,
is an Autonomous company hence ONGC is not in a
position to commit anything on their behalf.
